The Baltimore Urban Gardening with Students (BUGS) After School Program serves 40 third, fourth and fifth grade students from Johnston Square Elementary, a Baltimore City Public School, Monday-Friday from 3-6pm during the school year and five hours a day during the summer.  Students are transported to Living Classrooms Foundation where the facilities include classrooms, a greenhouse, vegetable and flower gardens, an arts loft, wetlands, and a grassy playing field. Amidst massive state funding cuts for children’s services, Living Classrooms’ BUGS After School Program was one of eleven state recipients of the Maryland State Department of Education’s 21st Century Community Learning Center grants. 

In operation for over 13 years, the BUGS Program refined its mission and methodology in 2002 to meet the needs of the under served youth of Johnston Square Elementary School.  BUGS uses the green environment of Living

Classrooms Foundation and the inspiration of nature to tap into children’s innate curiosity. BUGS utilizes four thematic teaching groups to engage and inspire student development:  Gardening, Cooking, Art, and Fitness.  Through this type of hands-on, project based teaching, the BUGS curriculum is able to offer social and academic development in an exciting, fun manner that reaches students who thrive in non-traditional academic settings while complementing in-school learning.
