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A Boatswain’s Mate is directly responsible to the Museum Interpretation Coordinator and, as directed, the Museum Education Coordinator. Boatswain’s Mate’s provide public presentations, tours,  are to be on one or more of the sites associated with the USS Constellation & Baltimore Maritime Museum.  Those sites are: the Sloop-of-War USS Constellation, USS Torsk; USCGC Taney; the light house ship Chesapeake; and the Seven-foot Knoll Light House.  A Boatswain’s Mate is directly responsible to the Museum Interpretation Coordinator and as directed, the Museum Education Coordinator.  The Boatswain’s Mate provides presentations, tours, educational programs, and supervises the crew in the performance of routine and special duties.  Boatswain’s Mates can expect to serve as interpreters, educator, and Chiefs of the Watch.  Boatswain’s Mates are expected to develop the skills and acquire the knowledge necessary to provide all interpretive and educational programs and to effectively educate and train crewmembers.  A Boatswain’s Mate is also expected to exhibit strong standards of leadership, cooperation, punctuality, initiative, adaptability, attentiveness to detail, adherence to policies, communication, and enthusiasm, all of which reflect upon a well as consistent and exemplary professionalism and a strong work ethic.  

General responsibilities include but may not be limited to:

· Performing and supervising daily, routine duties and maintenance at Museum sites

· Practicing safe, effective, and exemplary work habits, realizing that you are a role model for the crew members and volunteers

· Being an effective co-worker who promotes, by personal example and leadership, a positive work ethic and good morale among ship’s staff and volunteers
· Working closely with crew members to maintain a high state of morale, professionalism, and effectiveness

· Being an effective spokesperson for USS Constellation and Living Classrooms Foundation

Specific responsibilities include but may not be limited to:

· Supervising Ship‘s Crew

      ~     Training Ship’s Crew as directed in the performance of routine and special duties and

             Providing presentations
· Implementing museum programs which include:

  ~     Developing thorough knowledge of each site’s history and characteristics

  ~     Developing and demonstrating a working familiarization of naval and nautical subjects

                ~     all interpretive presentations and tours and, as directed, mastering all educational programs

  ~     Answering visitors’ questions


  ~     Maintaining and, while on duty, wearing the appropriate uniform(s) for the various sites
· Working with crew members to develop their working fund of knowledge of program-relevant topics and their ability to make public presentations

· Maintaining effective working relationships with volunteers and incorporating volunteers into the daily routine and programming as may be required

· Employing effective communication skills at all times 
· Working closely with crew members to maintain a high state of morale, professionalism, and effectiveness
