What:  USS Constellation Turn-around Cruise

Description:  On the afternoon of Friday, September 11th, USS Constellation will be gently moved from her permanent moorings on Pier 1, Inner Harbor and will make her annual cruise down the Patapsco River to Fort McHenry.  Once there, salutes will be fired from both Constellation and the Fort.  Approximately 100 supporters and guests will be on board to experience this once-in-a-lifetime voyage.  Tug boats from the Vane Brothers Company will be the primary assistance vessels for the move.  Both Spirit Cruises and the Naval Operations Support Center will provide support vessels for the transit to and from Fort McHenry.  After saluting Ft. McHenry and Fells Point, Constellation will return to the Inner Harbor to her berth at approximately 5:30pm.  The best places to see USS Constellation underway are Federal Hill, the Rusty Scupper Restaurant, Fells Point Broadway Pier, and Fort McHenry.
