Washington, DC -The 2009 Nation’s River Bass Tournament’s Honorary Chairman will be Assistant Director for Wildlife and Sport Fish Restoration, Hannibal Bolton.  Assistant Director Bolton’s career has spanned more than 30 years with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) Fisheries Program.
On May 20th, 2009, Living Classrooms of the National Capital Region (LC-NCR) will host its second annual bass tournament recognizing the Potomac River as a critical cultural, economic and learning resource for its youth and community. This event supports LC-NCR’s programs and its participants by providing media coverage in local, regional and national arenas.  The tournament also generates critical funding through tournament sponsorship from local, regional and national benefactors. The funding will help to expand Living Classrooms educational programs for urban youth on the Potomac and Anacostia Rivers through academic enrichment programming and workforce development training.

The tournament will launch bass boats from the West Pier at National Harbor on the Potomac River at 7:00 a.m. with celebrities, elected officials, professional bass anglers, corporate sponsors and urban youth, and return for a picnic, weigh-in and an awards ceremony on the West Pier from 11 a.m. to 12:30 p.m.
The mission of Living Classrooms is to strengthen communities and inspire young people to achieve their potential through hands-on education and job training, using urban natural and maritime resources as “living classrooms.” Living Classrooms serves over 45,000 youth each year, including nearly 20,000 in the Washington, DC area.
