Overnight Educator Job Description   

About the position. The USS Constellation exhibits the life of a sailor during the 19th century while the USS Torsk and USCG Taney exhibit Navy and Coast Guard life during World War II, the 1960s, and the 1980s. Each vessel offers a unique experience for scout, student, and family overnight campers. Educators serving on these vessels are required to learn information about the individual vessels and to learn how to perform presentations specific to the vessels such as “Brace the Yards,” which is a presentation about sailing, on the Constellation and “Soda Bottle Submarines,” on the Torsk that demonstrates how submarines dive and surface.
Overnights are scheduled on weekends, but some may be scheduled during the week. Educators may work the entire overnight (4pm-10am) or part of the overnight (4pm-10pm or 6am-10am) depending on their availability and the needs of the museum. Starting salary is $10/hour and educators are permitted to work two overnights a weekend (provided they are over the age of 18 or have parental permission).
General responsibilities on overnights include but may not be limited to:
· Learning the overnight itinerary to be an effective helper and leader on overnights

· Developing the patience necessary to work with children at least 6 years old and the adults accompanying overnight campers

· Learning and practicing safe work habits, to be on task, and to be an effective co-worker who promotes a positive work ethic and good morale

· Becoming an effective spokesperson for the Museum and the Living Classrooms Foundation

Specific responsibilities include but may not be limited to:  

· Preparing food and learning materials for overnight events

· Developing a working fund of knowledge concerning histories, nomenclature, procedures, and characteristics of each site, as well as a working familiarization of naval and nautical matters

· Developing interpersonal communication skills necessary when working with the public

· Reporting to work on time 

· Maintaining a complete uniform

· Reading and becoming familiar with literature about each site as required
· Performing such other duties assigned as necessary by senior or lead overnight educators, the Education Coordinator and the Deputy Director of Operations (DDO)
