· Suggestions for using primary source documents with students of all grades and abilities, with an emphasis on making written sources more accessible (readable) for younger students

· Other helpful tools for teachers

· Assist MPT with the content for the Field Trip Idea/Upcoming Events page.

· Assist MPT with the content and layout of the front page of the site.
· Attend project meetings as required.

· Participate in professional development sessions for teachers upon completion of the website in late June and July 2012.
· Write final reports for granting agencies by July 30, 2012.
This project is already underway and is scheduled for completion by the end of June, 2012.  Qualified applicants must have knowledge of Maryland’s social studies curriculum, including both American history content and skills/processes, expertise in working with primary sources with students using the Maryland State Department of Education’s Historical Investigations model, and experience delivering professional development to teachers.
