Activity Directions Page

1. Your goal as a group is to collect as many oysters as you can in the time allotted for catching oysters during each round.  The Department of Natural Resources will closely supervise oyster harvesting (classmate).

2. Each round will last approximately 30 seconds.

3. Only one person in each group can collect oysters at one time. A different student must be a collector in each round.  Collection is down using only the second and third fingers of one hand.

4. During each round, collectors can only catch oysters using the described method.

5. By the end of each round your group needs to have made at least as much money as during the previous round in order to stay in business.

·  Round 1  - No regulations.  Collect as many oysters as possible in the allotted time.

· Round 2  - Red oysters are worth two oyster bucks (twice as much as others), but voluntary conservation is called for.

· Round 3  - The oysters in the square are in the Department of Natural Resources declared sanctuary.  To remove oysters from the sanctuary is against the law.  Voluntary conservation of red oysters is still encouraged.

· Round 4  - The sanctuaries are still off-limits.  Also a size limit has been imposed.  You may not capture pink oysters (too small).  Voluntary conservation of red oysters is still encouraged.

· Round 5  - Sanctuaries are still off limits, size limits are still in force, and red oysters must now be turned over to Department of Natural Resources – though they are still worth two oyster bucks.

· Round 6 – Sanctuaries are still off limits, and size limits are still in force, but there is now also a penalty for catching the red oysters.
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
