Oyster Harvesting Directions Page

1. Your goal as a group is to collect as many oysters as you can in the time allotted for catching oysters during each round.  The government will closely supervise oyster collecting.  (Teacher)

2. Each round will last approximately 30 seconds.

3. There will be five rounds of oyster catching.

4. Only one person in each group can collect oysters at one time.

5. A different student must be a collector in each round.

6. During each round, collectors can only catch oysters using the described method.

·  Round 1  - Hand grabbing.  Use only the point finger and middle finger to pick up oysters.

· Round 2  - Tonging.  Use only the thumb and the third finger to pick up oysters.

· Round 3  - Patent Tonging.  Use the thumb and all other fingers to pick up the oysters.

· Round 4  - Dredging onboard a skipjack.  Use two hands and all fingers except thumbs to pick up the oysters.

· Round 5  - Dredging onboard a motorized boat.  Use both hands and all fingers, including thumbs, to pick up the oysters.
